I often feel 
rushed while I preach during that service.  
Further, I would like for us to have more 
music, testimonies, drama, etc.  The Coun-
cil of Ministries (COM) after full and com-
plete discussion voted unanimously on 
March 3, 2008 to support this recommenda-
tion and to move forward with this change.  
Beginning on Sunday, April 6, the first ser-
vice will start at 8:45 a.m. and conclude at 
or about 9:45 a.m. 
 

I realize that moving the beginning of the 
early service back fifteen minutes will bring 
about adjustments for some families, espe-
cially those with small children.  We be-
lieve that the extra time will allow us to 
have a deeper and better worship experi-
ence.  Feel free to talk with me, any minis-
terial staff member, or members of the 
COM if you like regarding this.  We are 
always available to discuss this matter, or 
any other matter, with you.

The month of April has been designated 
as mission’s month at LRBC.  A lot of ex-
citing events have been planned in light of 
that.  On April 4-5, we will have a mini-
Missions Conference called Turn the World 
Upside Down.  There will be challenging 
speakers and excellent conferences.  For 
instance, one seminar will be “Cross Cul-
tural Witnessing.”  Another will be 
“Church Planting” and a third will be on a 
“Biblical Response to Islam.”  We will 
have the opportunity to learn more about 
missions in an in-depth way, be chal-
lenged to get more involved in missions, 
and learn how to witness more effectively.  
I hope we will have a large number from 
our congregation attend.  The cost is mini-
mal.

• Meet biblical qualifications outlined in 1 Timothy 3:8-13 
• Belief in the commands of evangelism and missions found in scripture 
• Willingness, with God’s help, to cooperate to the best of your ability with the pastor, the 

church staff, other church volunteers ministering to needs of the LRBC congregation and 
supporting church-wide programs (training, evangelism, missions, etc.) 

• Commitment for spiritual growth and training in Deacon ministry 
 

The Deacon Nominating process will begin with our placing nomination forms in the church 
bulletin on April 6 and 13.  Nominations will be accepted during the month of April.  We will 
notify nominees by letter, and those accepting the nomination will be interviewed by a repre-
sentative from the current deacon staff and the pastor.  We will present the nominees to the 
congregation during worship services in early May, and hold an election for new deacons on 
May 18.
