Ministry

The Good New Jail & Prison Ministry sup-
plies chaplains to institutions in the US and
around the world. Chaplain Ray Perez, at
the Prince William County Adult Detention
Center (ADC) in Manassas, coordinates 14
Bible studies and 9 worship services. Per-
sonal counseling, pastoral counseling, visita-
tion, special ministry teams, and mentoring
take place and more volunteers are needed
in these ministries.

The impact of the ministry is changed lives.
Recently, a graduate of the program ap-
proached Walt Sevon, an LRBC member and
ministry volunteer, and asked if he could
visit the life learning program so he could
testify about his changed life. He was joyful
about what the program did for him and
wanted to give back. This could happen
more if inmates were reintegrated into the
local churches with mature Christians to
model healthy spiritual relationships and
hold each other accountable for their behav-
ior.

More volunteers are needed to grade Bible
studies, mentor, assist in developing both
the male and female aftercare ministry, do
office work, help develop the prayer net-
work, and donate cases of paperback Bibles.
