Lake Ridge 
Baptist Church’s relay center is in op-
eration November 11th-18th.   
 

When you participate in OCC, you 
literally are touching the lives of chil-
dren and their families.  What can you 
do now?  Save your shoeboxes or pur-
chase plastic ones (with snap 
lids).  This is a great time of the year to 
purchase mark-down clothing 
items:  tee shirts, shorts, hats.  Watch 
for sales on toothbrushes/toothpaste, 
bar soap, back to school items, toys.  I 
regularly check Giant & Safeway's 
mark-down shelves for items.  The 
Dollar Tree is a treasure trove -- you 
can fill a shoebox in no time.  Buy 
some extra items and place them in the 
box in the breezeway.   Volunteers 
during collection week will be putting 
t o g e t h e r  b o x e s  f r om  t h e s e 
items.   Please remember:  nothing liq-
uid (shampoos),  nothing breakable 
(porcelain dolls), and nothing that 
melts (chocolate).    
 

Last year, we collected 3,100 shoe 
boxes from the Woodbridge/
Manassas/Dale City area.   Our re-
gional collection center in Springfield 
collected over 21,000 boxes.
