Thank you to the 20 volunteers that attended the November 11th Training/
Sharing Session.  We, as a ministry team, value your feedback and look for-
ward to continuing to make improvements in our great programs.  If you 
missed this opportunity, packets are in your LRBC mailbox in the breeze-
way.  We will have another training session in February to provide more sup-
port -- beyond the basic guidelines and requirements -- to those of you work-
ing with our children.   
 

Thank you for the volunteers who led the Parents’ Night Out November 
30th!  It was wonderful to have an event to excite the kids about Advent and 
allow parents a night to focus on themselves for a couple hours. 
 

You may wonder exactly how many LRBC people are needed to serve on any 
given Sunday at LRBC?  It takes 17 serving babies to preschool, 8 serving ele-
mentary Sunday School, 8 serving youth Sunday School, 10 serving adult 
Sunday School, 10 serving on the praise team, 20 serving as the choir, 8 serv-
ing as ushers, 5 serving sound and media team, 2 serving as greeters, and 4 
serving in the prayer room – not to mention the deacons who support in 
many areas.  About 92 volunteers and 8 staff members (nursery staff to minis-
terial staff)!  Of course, many volunteers serve in more than one area and 
serve more than one Sunday each month.  Thank you!   We do have some 
openings.  Currently, we are in need of Sunday School teachers and assistants 
for all 3 year old to 5th grade classes for the 9:00, 10:00, and 11:15 hours.  We 
also have a few openings in our nursery volunteer schedule, especially at the 
11:15.
