The LRBC Operation Christmas Child relay 
center is in operation that week, which 
means you have two Sundays and a whole 
week in between to drop off your shoe-
boxes.   Dozens of churches and hundreds 
of folks will be coming through the doors 
of LRBC dropping off their gifts to children 
around the world. 
 

By participating, we bring to life the LRBC 
mission statement.  The opportunity to 
praise and honor Him through your gifts of 
love will exemplify the directive to “glorify 
God.”  To whom much has been given, 
much is required.  We can “love others” by 
reaching out to the poor, the hurting, and 
the forgotten around the world.  We can 
“make disciples” by helping put the gospel 
message in the hands of a child.   “Prayer” 
is the first and last thing for each shoebox.  
Pray over your box as you pack it, that God 
will use it as a tool for his glory.   We pray 
for the shoeboxes as we pack them and 
take them to our regional collection center.  
They are prayed for at every step of the 
way as they travel, and there is prayer be-
fore the gifts are distributed. 
 

I invite you to pick up a brochure in the 
breezeway and follow the directions.  Go to 
the church website for more info and a link 
to Samaritan’s Purse.  Here are some sug-
gested items: 
TOYS:   balls, cars, small dolls, stuffed 
animals, dominos, checkers, small 
games, dice, cards, tops, jump ropes, 
coloring books & crayons, small puzzles, 
harmonicas, musical instruments, jacks, 
kaleidoscopes.   NO snakes, spiders, or 
anything resembling a weapon. 
HYGIENE:  Soap (put in plastic bag), 
washcloth, toothpaste, toothbrush, 
comb, brush, hair barettes, small packs 
of Kleenex, deoderant.   NO liquids or 
medicines. 
OTHER:  tee shirts, hats, gloves, mittens, 
socks, underwear, undershirts, scarves. 
SCHOOL:  Notebooks, paper, pencils, 
sharpeners, pens, colored pencils, flash 
cards, books.

“On behalf of our JavaPal Team that is fo-
cused on the 19 million North Coast Java-
nese, we would like to express our thanks 
for the ministry of the team from Lake Ridge 
Baptist Church that served among us for 12 
days in various types of ministry.  
 

To the team that helped build our new Dor-
mitory out at the Impact Center . . ., we take 
our hats off to you for being willing to roll 
up your sleeves and work in the hot, tropical 
heat with the Indonesian workers . . ..  This 
is a new development at our Impact Center, 
where up to now, we have been training 
people to focus in on the North Coast of 
Java.  With the new dorm that was made 
possible by the generous gifts of (LRBC) and 
the hard work of Chuck, Gary and Cabell, 
we have expanded our vision to include 
training for those wanting to serve off Java 
and even overseas. (We have two studying 
now there that plan to go back to Timor 
Lesti as missionaries.) 
 

We also thank Ruth Anderson and her evan-
gelism team who helped in various types of 
ministries.  Dick and Ruth both were able to 
speak once in Chapel at our Baptist Semi-
nary to encourage our some 150 students; 
they spoke at numerous worship services 
and did health care.  
 

I think of a man named Mr. Wardi who the 
team led to the Lord Jesus just this past Sun-
day at a remote village in C. Java.  His smile 
and glow that came after we led him in the 
Sinners Prayer summed up the joy all of us 
shared as it was truly a joint effort to win 
him to Christ.  Ruth was praying, Melissa 
was leading the Bible study and Cabell 
shared the gospel bracelet.  After I trans-
lated, the Holy Spirit did the rest.  We look 
forward to our continued partnership with 
Lake Ridge Baptist Church in its effort to 
help us win the Pesiser Lor Javanese to faith 
in Jesus!”

LRBC belongs to the Cooperative Council of Ministries whose main responsibility is 
to be sure that the residents of the Prevention Center eat three meals a day, 365 days per 
year.  We provide meals for up to 36 people for seven days, twice per year, usually once in 
the spring and once in the fall.
